Double Duty For Day 
Managing a dual role is no problem 
for Tom Day. On top of his position 
as general manager of Petro-
Canadaõs Edmonton refinery and 
Burrard products terminal, Day will 
continue in his role as president 
of the Strathcona Industrial 
Association (SIA) for a second 
consecutive term.

The installation of a 30-metre tall 
reactor vessel for the Petro-Canada 
refinery diesel desulphurization 
project was executed safely and 
went according to plan in January. 

The 734-tonne vessel was 
assembled using a sophisticated 
technique known as narrow gap 
welding and shipped in early January 
from DACRO Industriesõ facility 
located in Edmonton. It was then 
repositioned from a holding spot

continue without interruption. In 
addition, the Strand Jack method is 
less costly and is considered safer 
than using a heavy lift crane.

The reactor vessel is the key piece 
of equipment that will allow Petro-
Canada to meet federal regulations 
requiring diesel fuels to contain no 
more than 15 parts per million of 
sulphur after mid-2006.

Using the Strand Jack method, 
which employs a hydraulic system 
of clamps to slowly lift the reactor 
vessel upright, it took a 20-
person crew 30 days to set up the 
equipment. The Strand Jack method 
is less invasive than the heavy 
lift crane used for the last reactor 
vessel installation, and allowed 
construction of other facilities to
